Two large covered basketball courts/playgrounds, one ballet room, large assembly hall with stage/audio facilities, well-stocked library, at least two computers situated in each classroom, plus a large computer laboratory.


Classes are small – no more than 20 in Kindergarten, and a maximum of 24 in Primary 1 – Primary 6 classes.  We also offer extra help to students who need to improve their English proficiency.

History:
Kiangsu & Chekiang Primary School was founded in 1953 as the only Mandarin-medium primary school in Hong Kong.  By 1969, the school was classified as Anglo-Chinese, offering English classes too. The International Section of the School was launched in 1993.  English is the main medium of instruction in the International Section, coupled with daily lessons in Mandarin for all the children.
